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A Sea Change Screens on World Ocean Day

3 continents join hands to raise awareness around ocean
acidification

05.11.2009 — BROOKLYN and BEACON, NY — The problem of ocean acidification is
are joining forces with organizations across the world to screen A Sea Change for World
Ocean Day (WOD).

A Sea Change is the first documentary on ocean acidification, the wet underbelly of climate
change. Imagine a world without fish: if ocean chemistry continues to change because of
excess carbon dioxide in the atmosphere, a bottom-up collapse of the sea food chain could
result. The film combines the intimate story of Norwegian family whose life is bound up with
the sea with an investigation into the science of ocean acidification. A Sea Change made
its world premiere at the DC Environmental Film Festival in March, to a standing-room-only
audience at the National Museum of Natural History. Additional screenings include the San
Francisco and Seattle film festivals.

WOD screenings of the film are taking place in Australia, Europe, North America, and the
Hawaiian Islands. Linking the screenings will be a live webcast panel emanating from
Beacon Institute’s new Center for Environmental Innovation and Education (CEIE) in
Beacon, NY.

Beacon Institute will screen A Sea Change at 1 pm EDT on Saturday, June 6, 2009. A live
panel discussion with the filmmakers and other experts will take place at 3 pm EDT and
stream live on the Internet. Attendees will ask panelists their questions live; Internet
viewers also will be able to email their questions about the film and ocean acidification.

Participating in the panel are the filmmakers of A Sea Change, Barbara Ettinger and Sven
Huseby; Nobel prize-winning climate scientist and NOAA ocean acidification expert
Richard Feely, Ph.D. of the University of Washington; and Hudson River environmental
visionary John Cronin, Director and CEO of Beacon Institute for Rivers and Estuaries.

For those who wish to attend the Beacon screening, admission is free; however, capacity
is limited. Pre-registration is necessary; tickets can be reserved on a first-come, first-

About the Panelists

Director Barbara Ettinger’s first film Martha and Ethel screened at the Sundance Film
Festival and was distributed theatrically by Sony Pictures Classics. Her most recent film,
Two Square Miles, was co-produced with her husband Sven Huseby through their

and again in January 2007. Huseby is a retired independent school head who worked as a
teacher and administrator at The Putney School for 30 years.

Richard Feely, Ph.D. is a leading expert on ocean acidification and a co-recipient of the
2007 Nobel Peace Prize, an honor he shared with Al Gore and other members of the
IPCC. A senior scientist and faculty member at the University of Washington and with the
National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration’s (NOAA) Pacific Marine Environmental
Laboratory.

Feely is responsible for development of chemical oceanographic research studies for
several of NOAA's national research programs, including the NOAA Global Carbon Cycel
Research Program, the NOAA Climate Observation Program and the NOAA Ocean
Acidification Program. In 2007 he was elected a Fellow of the American Geophysical Union
(AGU), an honor bestowed on fewer than 0.1% of AGU members annually, and was
recognized for his groundbreaking research and scientific leadership to quantify oceanic
uptake of anthropogenic CO2 and the effect of ocean acidification.
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John Cronin, Director and CEO of Beacon Institute for Rivers and Estuaries, is known
internationally as an environmental leader and visionary. The Wall Street Journal has
called him as “a unique presence on America’s major waterways,” a distinction affirmed by
the breadth of this 35-year career dedication to public service, the environment and the
Hudson River. As an advocate, lobbyist, legislative and congressional aide, commercial
fisherman, author and filmmaker, Cronin tackled a wide range of frontline issues, such as
Clean Water Act enforcement, disposal practices at

Love Canal, fisheries management, and the New York City Watershed Agreement. For his
accomplishments, Time magazine named him a “Hero for the Planet.”

Under Cronin’s leadership, Beacon Institute has adopted technological innovation as a
central mission. Its River and Estuary Observatory Network (REON) will monitor the
Hudson “source to sea” through a network of sensors and robotics that provide real-time
data to researchers, policy makers and educators. REON will be emulated on rivers and
estuaries worldwide; collaborating institutions include IBM, Clarkson University, Rensselaer
Polytechnic Institute and Columbia University.
